e Dependent students must invite their parent(s) via email to contribute to their form if
parent information is required

e Independent students must invite their spouse to contribute to the student's form if
spouse information is required

e Student and contributors must provide consent to retrieve and disclose federal tax
information from the IRS for the student to be eligible for federal student aid
